You could try to make a wormery. It's quite easy. Just cut the top off a bottle and poke a few holes in
the bottom. Fill your wormery with layers of gravel, (in the bottom), sand, topsoil, compost, wet
paper and dead leaves. Collect a few worms and pop them into your wormery. Drop in a few bits of
raw vegetable and cover the bottle with something to keep it dark. (Dark paper taped around it
usually does the trick. Watch your worms' activity for a few weeks, and then let them go again.
(Release them at night, as sunlight paralyses warms, and they will die!)
